
Moldovan PM visits industrial area in
commune from Chisinau municipality

Prime Minister Alexandru Munteanu today visited the industrial area in the Truseni
commune, Chisinau municipality, where more economic projects are being developed.
The PM discussed with entrepreneurs about their activity, cooperation with local
authorities, and what improvements they want in order to grow their businesses.
